Mr. Robertson explained that the
current JPA ended in June of 2018 and Staff was recommending that the City continue to participate in the JPA with
the County for another three years starting in 2018 and that in participating with the C ounty, the City was guaranteed
to receive CDBG funds each year which could be used toward identified projects. By entering into the JPA the City
was required to spend the CDBG funds only in the areas shown in exhibit “A” and the area was defined by a federal
formula used by the Federal Department of Housing and Urban Development. If the city did not enter into the JPA
with the County the access to the CDBG monies would be at a more competitive process where the city would not be
guaranteed a portion of these funds. Mr. Robertson explained several of the programs available to the city and
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projects that the city had completed using CDBG funds. Mr. Robertson said that the staff reports included a list of
projects for Council’s consideration, some of which were either previously included as needed projects within the

CDBG eligible area, or had had been identified by staff as a needed ca@mjg%andet_th&County_requestad-thatf
ont—n’ﬁth'cyrnjﬁt?hﬁ‘mﬁrimmmm a particular need or project be identified on a

particular street or location over the next three year. Mr. Robertson reviewed the process of identifying CDBG

projects and that staff was requesting that Council prioritize the remaining projects on exhibit “A” and reviewed each

project.

I1. CONSIDER SUSPENSION OF CITY WATER SERVICE CONNECTION REQUIREMENT FOR 675 E.
SOUTH AVENUE IN REEDLEY.

Rob Terry, Director of Community Development said that the item for Council to consider was the suspension of the
City water service connection requirements for 675 E South Avenue in Reedley. In 2006 the property owner Francis
and Waneta Janzen sold 18 of their 20 acres for development, this became the Hawthorne Heights Subdivision. The
remaining two acres included their personal home, 4 outbuildings and 50+ orange trees, which continued to be served
by their private well. Section 8-1-3-B of the city code details the requirement that all buildings which have water
mains 1o be connected to the City system within three (3) years of infrastructure availability. With the Subdivision
and Final map approval for Hawthorne Heights in 2006, city water service did become available to the site; however
al that time the property owners elected to not connect to the service, and state that they were not aware of the F-vear
requirement. Mr. Terry said that the property owners were now in the process of selling the site, and were natified
that the connection was required. The current Development Impact Fees associated with the connection to the systen
was estimated at $2 565,13, utilizing the City's adopted Master Fee Schedule, At this time, the current property
owner were requesting that the City Council employ City Code Section 8-1-3-C, allowing relief from the requirement
o connect to the city water system based upon an “unreasonable hardship™. With this request, the City Council may
by resolution, suspend the requirement to connect to the system for the specific time or for the time that the special
circumstances exist. Staff has reviewed the request, and was recommending that the City Council not approve the
request to suspend the requirement to connect to city water services based upon insufficient findings, constituting an
unreasonable hardship. In accordance with the C ity Code, and in response to the property owners concerns of the
additional costs and impact on city water usage for irrigation purpose, staff was supportive of the well continually
operating to provide irrigation 1o the arange trees on site however, connections from the well to the buildings should
be abandoned and replaced with connection to the city system. Mr. Terry said that there would not be any fiscal
impact to the city since the property owner would be responsible for fees associated with the connection to the
system.

Michael Schuil, 4801W. Crystal Court, Visalia — He was the real estate broker for Mr. Janzen and family and that
they had asked him to speak on their behalf. He wanted to refer to 2006, when Mr. Janzen remembered that he had
been told that he would not have to hook up to the city and although the staff members were no longer part of the
city, it was stated and verbalized, although no letter has not been found so Mr. Janzen would like the city to abide by
the verbal agreement. Mr. Janzen again received a verbal confirmation in 2013 from another city employee. Their
request was for the city to abide by Section “C” because they were told that they did not have to connect to city
services. Mr. Schuil said that this needed to be consistent throughout the city with peaple hooking up which is why
they were asking for section “C",

Weyland Janzen, 602 W Sycamore, Reedley - He asked if this ordinance pertained to every property in the city. If it
did, he could illustrate someone else that was not hooked up. Mr. Janzen said that the property next door to his father
in-taw’s property had just drilled a new well and was not hook up to the city after being told by the City Engineer that
the ordinance did require that any property that had a city main in front of it was required to connect within 3 year.
He suggested that the city let these two properties go. He said that Mr. Fran Janzen had provided homes for the City
of Reedley with his 20 acres and so many meters had been installed already.
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
